U.S. SERVICE ACADEMY NOMINATION PACKET CONTENTS

If you are seeking a nomination from Congressman Crist, please provide all the following items:

1) Personal Statement/Photo.  Write a brief statement illustrating why you want to attend the academy of your choice.  Place the photo (in color) in the top left-hand side of the page. Please keep your statement to no more than one page in length and include your name, phone number, email, and in-district address at the top right-hand side of the page. 

2) Official Academic Transcript. Please provide a copy of your official academic transcript(s) (high school and/or college). All transcripts must be originals bearing your school’s official seal and come from the high school guidance counselor. College students are required to submit both high school and college transcripts.   
 
3) SAT and/or ACT scores.  Due to costs associated with requests for original copies, guidance counselors may submit these scores with the candidate’s official transcript in a sealed envelope. Or, you can have the scores mailed to your house to then incorporate in your nominations packet. If you choose the second option, make sure the envelope containing your scores is sealed. DO NOT have SAT/ACT scores mailed to our office separately from the rest of your packet contents. 

NOTE: Test scores are not required by applicants who have not been able to complete or submit testing and can show cause of delay due to COVID-19 restrictions. If this applies to you, please also contact the service academy directly to determine the steps necessary to successfully complete your application.
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4) Letters of Recommendation.  Please obtain recommendations from three people, including two from academic sources. The third recommendation may come from an academic source or a non-academic source such as a coach, employer, clergy, neighbor or other non-family member who can accurately comment on your character, abilities, and potential. All letters of recommendation must be submitted in a sealed envelope with the writer’s signature across the seal. 
 
5) Pre-Candidate Questionnaire.  Please obtain a Pre-Candidate Questionnaire from each academy to which you are applying—this can simply be a printout confirmation from the academy webpage that you have completed the application process for that academy. This initiates your file at the academy and permits the academy to begin evaluating your candidacy. In turn, the academy will keep Congressman Crist advised of your status. The nominating Board finds it helpful to know that you have already applied to the academy(s) of your choice when they are interviewing you. 







PLEASE NOTE: Incomplete applications will not be accepted. You must mail or drop off your entire nomination packet at the same time (not piecemeal) to be considered for an interview with Congressman Crist’s nominating Service Academy Board.
